Our microgeneration tariff arrangements are available  
on most standard tariff types. Exceptions include  
pay-as-you-go meters and some multi-meter tariffs. 
Please contact us to discuss your individual circumstances. 

*The Renewables Obligation Scheme is designed to incentivise the generation of electricity from renewable resources. An ROC is the green certificate issued for eligible electricity generated. ROCs 
are issued by Ofgem. One ROC is issued for each 1,000kWh generated. We will buy the ROCs issued to you by Ofgem for the renewable electricity you generate. To qualify for our microgeneration 
tariff the homeowner must be an electricity customer of Southern Electric. If the import supply is switched away from Southern Electric the export and ROC contracts will terminate. Scheme is only 
open to domestic customers. Commercial customers can contact us at the above address to discuss individual circumstances.
